When the Aswan Dam vpaesied from July to
November, the resulting drop in water level washsiinat the Temple of
Isis on the Island of Philae rose up out of theenmt During the
remaining months of the year, only pylons and tppeu sections of the
building could be seen. In the recent past, allumeents on the Island of
Philae were transferred to the small island of Wgilnearby and rebuilt
there. Visit the Temple, the oldest parts of whitdte from the 4th
century BC. Ptolemies and Romans added to the Teeoy®#r the years
until the 2nd century AD. Return to the hotel \hie Pink Granite Quarry
where the ancients obtained their fisiakishgranite. See the unfinished
tekhen (obelisk) of Queen Hatshepsut, had it beenpteted, it would
have been the largest ever hewn. It was abandorrenh & flaw as
discovered in the stone. Return to your hoEalening lecture.

JUNE 8: ROCK TOMBS OF THE NOBLES / YEBU
(ELEPHANTINE ISLAND)/NUBIAN DAY This morning visit the
Rock Tombs of the Nobles, which date from the Oldgdom. Board a
felucca and sail to Yebu (Elephantine Island) fovisit to the Nubian
Village and School.
